Associate Professor S. Agathopoulos is member of the Laboratory of Ceramics and Composite Materials (CCL). 
He has the highest number of publications and citations on Ceramics and Biomaterials than any other Greek Professor. 
CCL has 2 more faculty members: 

· Professor Michael Karakasides, Director of the Lab, Chairman of the Department of Materials Science and Engineering. He is the best (in terms of publications and citations) Greek professor in Glasses (silicate, phosphate and borate glasses). He has also presented outstanding studies on nano-ceramics (mainly mesoporous materials and carbons). 

· Prof. Dimitris Gournis. He is among the best (in terms of publications and citations) Greek Professors in nano-ceramics (production, functionalization including immobilization and drug delivery). 

The research in CCL covers all types of ceramics, namely ceramics, glasses, glass-ceramics, and nano-ceramics. 
Bioceramics is a main aim of the Laboratory (and not an occasional or peripheral target; this is underlined because many of the other Greek colleagues who also present papers occasionally on bioceramics do not often come from an original Ceramics Laboratory). In particular, with regards to the applications in biomedicine, apatites, glasses (silicates, borates, phosphates), glass-ceramics (lithium disilicates, micas), composites (with degradable polymers or ceramic-metal compostes), complex drug delivery systems and tissue engineering scaffolds are primary aims of the Laboratory. 

CCL is the best laboratory in Greece on Ceramics (in terms of publications and citations):

The 3 faculty members have 

about 350 publications, some of them in top Journals of Materials, and 
more than 5000 citations. 

Note: In Greece, although many people work on ceramics, officially there are just 4 Professors on Ceramics; the 2 of them, i.e. Prof. Agathopoulos and Prof. Karakassides, are in CCL.
CCL has offered many PhDs, Masters and Diploma Theses. Currently, more than 20 young students and researchers are working in CCL. 

CCL has gathered many National and European projects (with a budget of more than 1 million Euros).

CCL has many contacts and collaborations with all the Greek Laboratories on materials, the Greek Scientific Societies and many prestigious Universities all over the world. 
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In Greece, there is only one Engineering Department on Materials Science (there are two more departments but merely on Materials Science but not Engineering, in the University of Patras and the University of Crete). 

“Biomaterials” is a clear aim of the Department. 

The field of Bioceramics is served by the staff of CCL. 

The Department of Materials Science and Engineering was established in 1999 and it has now 24 faculty members. It is ranked at the top 5 University Departments in Greece, in terms of the quantity and quality of scientific production and excellence, and attracts funding from National and International projects. The Department produces annually about 110 publications in peer reviewed international scientific journals (conferences are not included), which receive about 2000 citations per year.
